Member Brags 
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AKC Canine Partners Program 

AKC is now welcoming all dogs, including mixed breeds, to participate in the world 

of the AKC.  Here are some of the details of the AKC Canine Partners program, so 

that we can all be better informed & can share this information with dog owners. 

• No mixed-breed dog may be permitted an AKC Canine Partners listing if not spayed or   

neutered at the time of the submission the listing application & no wolf-dog hybrid will be 

permitted to apply.  If requested, the owner must submit proof to verify compliance with 

these requirements. 

• This program is not meant to “register” mixed breed or hybrid dogs (labradoodle, etc) in the 

AKC - purebred dogs are registered with the AKC, mixed breeds will be listed with the     

Canine Partners program.  This program will also not replace the PAL (formerly ILP)      

program, which will still allow a broader range of companion/performance events than the 

Canine Partners program. 

• The application is similar to a regular AKC registration application, with listing of owners, 

spaces to give the dog a 36-character “registered” name, & color, birthdate, etc.  Transfers 

may also be applied for.  Dogs can also be registered online.  Mixed breed registration    

numbers will start with “MA########” & continue on thru “MZ########” 

• Cost is $35, which includes: registration, a 60-day trial AKC Pet Healthcare Plan, lifetime 

enrollment in the AKC CAR Lost & Found service, 1-year subscription to AKC Family Dog 

magazine, a frameable certificate, & a decal.   

• There is a special web address which can take anyone interested straight to the page on 

AKC.org that talks about this program:  www.akccaninepartners.org  

• Starting April 1, 2010, dogs obtaining an AKC Canine Partners listing number will be       

eligible to participate in stand-alone AKC Agility, Obedience, & Rally trials offering mixed-

breed classes.   (For the RMKC, this means we can offer mixed-breed classes at our Agility 

trial, but not at our Obedience trial, because it is held in conjunction with a Conformation 

show).  Mixed breed dogs will compete in separate classes from the purebreds. 

• AKC entry forms will updated - the mixed-breed registration number will go in the same 

space as an AKC or PAL (formerly ILP) number - owners will be directed to enter “mixed 

breed” in the breed space, which will tell the trial secretary that the dog is in the mixed 

breed classes. 

• There will be no specific judges just for the mixed-breed classes.  Mixed breed classes will 

also not require special armbands or special ribbons, but instead will receive the same      

ribbons, etc as purebred participants. 

• Mixed breed dogs will earn titles equivalent to purebred titles, but with the mixed-breed pre-

fix M.   
 

The RMKC will be presenting 2 programs - 1 at Leashes & Leads and 1 at Rochester 

Feed & Pet - in January to help inform the dog-owning public about this new
